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MICROCREDENTIAL PROPOSAL 

A credit-bearing microcredential is an academic program that may “stack into” a larger certificate or degree program. A non-credit bearing microcredential is a program that recognizes achievement in co-curricular experiences or continuing/professional development opportunities. All proposed microcredentials, to be recognized as “university- approved” programs, require the same campus-level departmental/decanal approval process as traditional degree programs. Students who earn a credit-bearing microcredential will receive a notation on their transcript, in recognition of the achievement, and will also be awarded a digital badge upon completion. Non-credit programs result in a digital badge but no transcript notation.
